NEW ACCELERATION LANE AND LEFT-TURN CHANNEL FOR
HIGHWAY 101 BETWEEN KING CITY AND SALINAS
MONTEREY COUNTY – A project funded by the federal Recovery Act will begin on Tuesday, August 18, Caltrans officials announced today. Construction of a new acceleration lane and left-turn channel on Highway 101 from Central Avenue in King City to Hartnell Road in Salinas.

On Monday through Thursday one northbound lane will be closed from 8 am to 3 pm and one southbound lane will be closed from 7 am to 3 pm. One lane will remain open in each direction and motorist can expect 10-15 minute delays. On Fridays work will not take place on the main line of the highway, but work on the shoulders or ramps may occur between the hours of 8 am and noon.
Message signs will be in place to advise of the work. The project is expected to be complete in February of 2010.

The contractor for this $3.8 million project is Granite Construction of Watsonville, California.
