Apparent Low Bid for
Additional Lanes on Interstate 805 
SAN DIEGO – The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) announced today that two additional southbound auxiliary lanes will be constructed on Interstate 805 just south of State Route 54 to H Street in Chula Vista.  Funding for the project comes from 2009 federal stimulus package.  
This is the second of four projects to begin construction using federal stimulus funds.  The extension of State Route 905 began construction earlier this year.  The widening of State Route 76 between Melrose Drive and South Mission Road and the Interstate 805/Carroll Canyon Extension are both planned to begin in fall 2009.
An apparent low bid of $6.4 million was submitted by the Skanska Construction of Riverside.  Caltrans will review the bid to insure that all requirements are met.  When approved, work on the project could begin as soon as October and is expected to be completed summer 2010.
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
