GUARDRAIL PROJECT ON HIGHWAY 1 TO BEGIN MONDAY

MONTEREY COUNTY – Crews will begin an overnight project to install guardrail along approximately 20 miles of Hwy. 1 from the Hwy. 1/68 interchange in Monterey to the 1/183 intersection in Castroville on Hwy. 1.  In addition there will be a section at the Fairground Rd. overcrossing on Hwy. 68, beginning Monday, August 24.

One lane will remain open in each direction at all times on Hwy. 1.  Work hours are from 7 pm to 5 am Sundays through Thursdays and 7 pm to 10 am in the section with 3 lanes in each direction. Motorists can anticipate 15 – 20 minute delays.

The project is scheduled to be complete in March 2010, weather permitting. The contractor for this $1.3 million project is J Fletcher Creamer and Son Inc. of Sylmar.  This project received funding from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act
