PROJECTS IN DISTRICT 5 RECEIVE FUNDING FROM FEDERAL GOVERNMENT 
CENTRAL COAST - Caltrans District 5 has received funding for 15 projects totaling $24 million from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (Recovery Act).  Some of these projects include:

· $7.4 million for the rehabilitation of the Shandon Rest Area on Hwy. 46 East.

· $2.4 million to upgrade guard rail and crash cushions on Hwy. 1 from Monterey to Castroville.

· $2.4 million for various highway repairs in Santa Cruz County.
· $375,000 for bike lane, sidewalk, landscaping and re-paving in the City of Marina.

· $1.7 million for the rehabilitation and paving of various highways in Santa Barbara County. 
“This stimulus funding will have a direct impact on improving our transportation facilities while providing a much needed boost to jobs and the economy on the Central Coast”,   said Caltrans District 5 Director Rich Krumholz.  Construction on these projects is expected to begin within a few months.
