CALIFORNIA LEADS THE NATION IN RECEIVING RECOVERY ACT FUNDING
CENTRAL COAST – Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger has announced that over $2 billion in Recovery Act funding has been allocated to 620 projects statewide.  California has received more Recovery Act funding for highway transportation infrastructure projects than any other state in the nation.
The following projects in Caltrans District 5 have received Recovery Act funding:
· $2.9 million to re-construct and upgrade the Shandon Safety Roadside Rest Area in San Luis Obispo County which is expected to begin this fall.

· $1.3 million for a Median Barrier Guardrail project from Monterey to Castroville in Monterey County, currently under construction.

· $3.8 million for intersection improvements from King City to Salinas in Monterey County, currently under construction.
