Emerson Rhyner Award
The Emerson Rhyner Award recognizes contributions to the field of transportation by non-engineering Caltrans managers.  This may include, but is not limited to, surveyors, architects, lawyers, planners, landscape architects, administrators, right of way agents, maintenance managers, rail, aeronautics, and mass transportation managers.  Mr. Rhyner was Deputy Chief of the Division of Right of Way/Legal Division for California’s highway program in the early 1960’s.  He represented the Department in legislative affairs, acting as a liaison to the Legislature as well as representing the State’s transportation interests in Washington D.C.  His efforts helped define the relationship between state and national interests and established the roles of state and local governments in the early days of freeway system development.

ELIGIBILITY

Nominees for the Emerson Rhyner Management Award must be a non-engineering Caltrans employee at the manager level or above at the time of nomination. Consideration will be given to senior level staff who are not managers and who have made a significant and lasting contribution to their field of transportation. Nominations will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis. Former employees on contract or working as retired annuitants are not eligible.

GENERAL CRITERIA

Nominees must have made a major contribution to the field of transportation. The contribution may represent either a lifetime of accomplishment in the field or a single extraordinary achievement.

DEADLINE

Entries must be received by close of business Friday, March 14, 2014.

JUDGING AND AWARD PRESENTATION

Submissions will be judged on: 

· Contributions to the field of transportation management through effective and exemplary leadership

· Innovation in design, process, or procedure

· Publications, papers, and presentation

· Affiliations (professional and community)

· Public benefits derived from individual’s area of responsibility

Nominations will be reviewed and winners selected by a panel of judges representative of the varied disciplines that this award honors.  The award will be presented at the California Transportation Foundation’s annual transportation awards banquet on 
May 22, 2014. 

APPLICATION GUIDELINES

Applications must include:

· A completed entry form

· A typewritten statement, 2 pages or less (with font no less than 12 points), describing the outstanding achievement or contribution made by the nominee to the transportation program in California
