HWY. 1 DRAINAGE CULVERT REPLACEMENT IN CARMEL STARTS TODAY
MONTEREY COUNTY – A project to replace a drainage culvert on Hwy. 1 just south of the Wildcat Creek Bridge in Carmel has begun, Caltrans officials announced today.
