MAINTENANCE PROJECT ON STATE ROUTE 25 IN THE CITY OF HOLLISTER CONTINUES THIS FRIDAY
SAN BENITO COUNTY – The second day of a two-day highway maintenance project on State Route 25 (Tres Pinos Road) from Ladd Lane (near Southside Road) to the intersection of Nash Road and San Benito Street will continue on:

· Friday, June 10 from 8 am to 6 pm. 
This project will include a pavement seal to improve the condition of the roadway.

Motorists will encounter one-way reversing traffic control with flaggers on both of these dates.   The public should expect delays not to exceed 30 minutes.

This $100,000 project will be managed by Caltrans Maintenance.
