TEMPORARY FULL CLOSURE OF U.S. HIGHWAY 101 IN ARROYO GRANDE
TONIGHT

ARROYO GRANDE - U.S. Highway 101 will undergo a full closure tonight in both
directions at Grand Avenue beginning at 11 pm to allow PG & E to re-string power

lines which came down during an automobile accident last night.

The following detours will be in affect during this temporary full closure, which is

expected to last up to 30 minutes:

e Motorists heading northbound on U.S. Highway 101 will exit at Grand Avenue
and will detour onto Branch Street before re-entering the highway at Brisco
Road.

e Motorists heading southbound on U.S. Highway 101 will exit at Halcyon Road
and detour onto EI Camino Real before re-entering the highway at Grand

Avenue.

The California Highway Patrol (CHP) will be conducting rolling breaks in order to slow

motorists as they approach the highway closure.
