RIBBON CUTTING CEREMONY FOR HWY. 46 WIDENING PROJECT

PASO ROBLES – A ribbon cutting ceremony will be held on Wednesday, June 29 at 11 am at the Cal Fire/San Luis Obispo County Fire Station at 4050 Branch Road (off Hwy. 46 East) near Paso Robles.
