HWY. 101 ROAD WORK FROM NIPOMO TO PISMO BEACH 
SAN LUIS OBISPO COUNTY – A project to repair and repave a 9-mile section of Hwy. 101 from the Los Berros Road Undercrossing to the Pismo Creek Bridge will continue on Sunday night, Sept. 11.  
Motorists can expect lane and ramp closures in both directions during the overnight hours Sunday night through Friday morning from 7 pm to 6 am.
This phase of the project will include the installation of drainage pipes, rumple strips and improvements to the shoulders of the highway.  
Motorists can expect a delay not to exceed ten minutes.  The contractor for this $6.7 million project is Cal Portland Construction of Santa Maria, CA.  This project is expected to be completed in October.
