SANTA BARBARA – A full 48-hour closure of the eastbound lanes of Castillo Street at US 

Highway 101 will begin on Wednesday, Dec. 16 at 9 am through Friday, Dec. 18 at 9 am for 

concrete repair work.  One lane will remain open in each direction via the westbound lanes on 

Castillo Street.

This project includes the use of interlocking pavers allowing the groundwater to drain while 

providing a smooth driving surface for motorists and cyclists and reducing the need for ongoing 

maintenance.
