SIDEWALK/DRIVEWAY PROJECT ON HWY. 246 NEAR AVENUE OF THE FLAGS
BUELLTON – A project to replace sidewalks, driveways and construct a raised median and a new crosswalk on Hwy. 246 near the Avenue of the Flags is scheduled to begin on Friday, Nov. 11.  Motorists can expect lane closures near these sidewalks/driveways Monday through Friday from 8 am to 4:30 pm. 
When construction of the median barrier and crosswalks begins, one lane in each direction will be closed 24/7 and the traffic signal at Hwy. 246 and Avenue of the Flags will display flashing lights until this phase of the project is complete.  Motorist delays in this area are expected to be minimal. 

The contractor for this $808,000 project is G. Sosa Construction Inc. of Orcutt, CA.  

This project is expected to be completed in March, weather permitting.
