HIGHWAY 166 AT RUSSELL AVENUE SIGNAL PROJECT BEGINS NEXT WEEK
SANTA BARBARA COUNTY – A project to install traffic signals and modify curb ramps on State Route 166 at Russell Avenue in the City of Santa Maria will begin on Tuesday, July 6.
