HIGHWAY 246 RUMBLE STRIP PROJECT BEGINS NEXT WEEK

SANTA BARBARA COUNTY – A project to install a shoulder and centerline rumble strip on Hwy. 246 near Lompoc will begin on Monday, Aug. 30.

Motorists will encounter one-way reversing traffic control on Hwy. 246 from the East Junction of State Route 1 to Drum Canyon Road Sunday through Thursday during the overnight hours from 8 pm to 6 am and Monday through Friday from 8 am to 4 pm.
