S/B Hwy. 17 at Mount Herman in Scotts Valley— # 1 lane southbound on ramp will
be closed, the #2 lane will remain open. Also, the northbound on ramp from
Mount Herman to northbound Hwy. 17 will be closed.

Work hours: 8 pm thru 5 am (Thursday, Sept. 30)

There will be electronic message signs alerting motorists of this closure and the CHP
will assist with traffic control. Minor delays are expected as next ramp will be open.
However, a detour will also be in place to assists motorists.

This work is being done by the Santa Cruz Maintenance Crew to repair sections of
broken and cracked pavement and is necessary to prevent further deterioration of the
roadway.

Caltrans reminds motorists to move over and slow down when driving through
highway work zones.
