 HIGHWAY 17 RETAINING WALL PROJECT BEGINS NEAR SANTA’S VILLAGE 

 

SANTA CRUZ—Crews will begin a ½ mile project to construct retaining walls and 
concrete barriers near Scotts Valley just north of Santa’s Village to Crescent Drive 
next Monday, Jan. 31, Caltrans officials announced today. 
 
Roadwork will consist of alternating lane closures and work hours as follows: 
 
Northbound:  Mondays through Thursdays from 7 pm to 5 am and 10 am to 2 pm; 

Fridays from 9 pm to 5 am, Saturdays and Sundays from 7 pm to 9 am  

 
Southbound: Mondays through Thursdays from 8 pm to 2pm;   Fridays from 8 pm 
                         to 11 am, Saturdays and Sundays from 8 pm to 9 am 

 
Up to 15 minutes delays are anticipated during closures. Work is expected to be 
completed by Spring  2012, weather permitting.
