CALTRANS COMPLETES FIRST PHASE OF WORK ON FOOTHILL ROAD

SANTA BARBARA — Caltrans has announced that it has completed work on the first
phase of the Mission Canyon Safety Project on the 2700 and 2800 blocks of Route 192
(Foothill Road).

This work included the removal of fourteen trees in preparation for a drainage
improvement project beginning in April on Foothill Road between Glen Albyn Drive and
Mission Canyon Road.
