 3 a.m. to 5 a.m. - Full closure of southbound SR-23 
connector to northbound US 101 

 1 a.m. to 7 a.m. – Northbound US 101 Rancho Road 
on-ramp 

 5 a.m. to 6 a.m. – Northbound US 101 Moorpark Road on-ramp 
 
Sunday Night, August 2 

 7 p.m. to 6 a.m. - Full closure of southbound SR-23 connector to southbound US 101  
 

Detour signs will be posted. The interchange project adds a 
lane to the U.S. 101/SR-23 connector and to US 101 at 
various locations; widens three bridges; realigns the 
Moorpark Road ramps; and constructs soundwalls and 
retaining walls throughout the project limits.  
 
Security Paving is the contractor on the project, estimated 
to complete in spring 2016.
