POMONA FREEWAY STATE ROUTE 60 (SR-60) CLOSURES

CITY OF INDUSTRY - The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) will close
portions of SR-60 for a High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV or carpool) lane construction and
pavement replacement project on the Pomona Freeway (SR-60) between the San
Gabriel River Freeway (I-605) and Orange Freeway (SR-57).
