SAN BERNARDINO FREEWAY (I-10) CLOSURES
FOR RESTORATION

LOS ANGELES - The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) will close
lanes and ramps for mainline, HOV (high occupancy vehicle or carpool) lane and ramp
restoration on the San Bernardino Freeway (I-10), from the Golden State Freeway (I-5)
to the San Gabriel River Freeway (I-605). One lane will remain open to traffic at all
times; no two consecutive ramps will be closed at the same time. The following
schedule will be in effect, weather permitting.
