e 11 pmto 6 am — 8" Street on-ramp.

STREET CLOSURES

e 11 pmto 5 am — East- and westbound Olympic Boulevard, between Byram Street and
Sunbury Street.

e 11 pmto 5 am — East- and westbound 9™ Street between Golden Avenue and Georgia
Street.

e 9amto 3 pm — East- and westbound Pico Boulevard between Cherry Street and Albany
Street.

e 9amto 3 pm - North- and southbound Francisco Boulevard between 9th Street and 8th

Detours will be posted for motorist convenience. This project will add outside merging lanes,
improve SR-110 and I-10 interchange and several ramps which will enhance access to
downtown Los Angeles.
