Eureka – Caltrans wants to remind the public that work has begun on a dune and 
snowy plover habitat restoration project on a portion of the Clam Beach County Park 
below the Route 101 Vista Point in McKinleyville.  As part of this restoration project, 
invasive European beachgrass will be stacked and burned in small piles on permissive 
burn days.  Work activities will only occur outside the breeding season for the federally 
threatened Western Snowy Plover.
