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Note:  Route 253 is narrow with no paved 
shoulders and long steep grades.  It is 17.2 
miles in length
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Route 128 in District 1 is generally 2-lane highway with no
paved shoulders.  Temperatures during the summer months 
range from 50 - 65 degrees at the coast, and 80-100 
degrees in the inland valleys.  The prevailing winds are from
the northwest.
