Limestone Salamander- Listed ag
"Threatened" by the State of California- -
"likely to become endangered in the
foreseeable future throughout all or a
ggnificant portion of its range”; is & very
secretive, nocturnal (active at night)
salamander that finds refuge during the dry
geagons; surface activity iz directly correlated
with rainfall. Surveys to determine
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presence/abgence must be conducted at night
and during rain events of the winter/spring,
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Merced clarkia

Mariposa Clarkia (Clarkia biloba ssp. australis)

Maripoga clarkia is known only from Mariposa and Tuolumne
Countiesin the Serra Nevada Mountain Bange, In the hiological
study area for this project, this species was cheerved on the south
gide ofthe Merced Biver. It appears to favor sites where there is
gome shade of interior live oalk, Int with little shrub layer present,
Thiz species iz listed ag Sensitive with the US Forest Service

and ag Rare with the California Mative Flant Society.
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Merced Clarkia (Clarkia lingulata)

Merced clarkia iz known from only two locations, each less than a
mile to the east and west of the Ferpuzon Rock Slide. It is listed as
Sensitive with the US Forest Service, as Rare with the California
Native Plant Society, and s Endangered bythe State of Califormia,
Merced clarkia was not obgerved in the Biological Study Area
during surveys.
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
