
ADDENDA

The requirements of AB 3098 do not apply to certain lands in the State.  Thus, materials from operations on those lands can be purchased by State agencies without their being included on the regular AB 3098 list.  As a courtesy to operators on those lands, we have noted operations of which we are aware.

For federal lands, AB 3098’s requirements apply only to those agencies with which the Department of Conservation has a Memorandum of Understanding, which currently are only the Bureau of Land Management and U.S. Forest Service.  Operators on other federal lands include:

· Superior Ready Mix Concrete, Miramar N.A.S., San Diego

· Sim J. Harris Company, Miramar, N.A.S., San Diego

· Teichert Aggregates, U.S. Bureau of Reclamation, Mississippi Bar, Sacramento.

Federally owned and operated pits are not subject to AB 3098.  Included in this category is:

· Viewland Pit, Bureau of Land Management, Lassen County 

Also exempted are operations on Department of Water Resources lands, for which a reclamation plan has been approved by that Department.  This includes:

· ASTA Construction, Rio Vista: State Reclamation Board Lease 87-2

Statute also states that operations on Indian lands are not subject to the requirements of AB 3098.  The following operations are in this category:

· CalMat Co., Pala Reservation

· CalMat Co., Morongo/Banning

· Coast Indian Reservation of the Resighini Rancheria


· Hoopa Valley Indian Reservation
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
