Awards and Accomplishments
District 11 was the recipient of two California Transportation Foundation Awards. The winner of the Interchange Project Award was I‐805 HOV/Carroll Canyon Road.
The winner of the Sustainable Transportation/Environmental Enhancement was the I‐5 North Coast Corridor Program‐Public Work Plan and Transportation and Resource Enhancement.
Upcoming Small Business Events
Our Small Business Unit, in partnership with DGS and High Speed Rail, will be hosting a certification workshop in District 11. The workshop will be September 24th. There will be morning and afternoon sessions available. DGS will provide certification and marketing assistance and High Speed Rail will be presenting a program overview.
On October 21, 2015, Caltrans will partner with the San Diego Public Agency Consortium to host the 11th Annual Procurement and Resource Fair in Balboa Park.

Calmentor program will be hosting their 6th Annual kickoff event on July 29, 2015
A & E Contract Updates
The total amount awarded for A&E contracts is $85.2 million. The average contract goal is 7.6% DBE/UDBE. We have attained 7.1% DBE/UDBE utilization as of the end of the 14/15 fiscal year.
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We have approximately 30 miles of pavement rehabilitation on Interstate 8 to be completed in three segments, for a total cost of approximately $218 million. Our goal is to begin this project in the fall of 2015. District 11 hosted an outreach event in June at Imperial Valley College to discuss the scope of the project, along with the upcoming Consultant Service’s contract. There were certification and bonding workshops provided at this event as well.

Minor B Updates

Fiscal year 14/15, District 11 has a Minor B budget of $6.5 million dollars. 51 total projects, of which 41 were awarded to small businesses, for total of $3.3 million. There is one Director’s Order emergency project to install smart controllers to the existing irrigation, various locations in San Diego and Imperial Counties.  This project was awarded to a small business for $2 million.

I‐805 North Design Build

Remaining design plans are in review, leaving construction support, and as-built left for project Design Services. Overall construction is 73% complete with approximately one year of construction remaining on the project, and an estimated contract completion date of February, 2017. The last of the subcontracts for landscaping is currently being executed. The total expended to date is $55.6 million. The UDBE expenditures are $4.1 million.

TCIF Corridor

Project design for the SR‐11 and the California Vehicle Enforcement Facility is ongoing. Construction is anticipated to begin in mid‐2016. There is an 8% DBE goal for this project.

The SR‐15 Bus Rapid Transit Mid‐City Centerline Station Project was advertised on December, 2014. Construction began in June. Granite Construction was the winning bidder of the contract. We anticipate it will take two years to complete the work. The DBE goal is 8.9%, the primes commitment is 8.9%.

The   SR‐15   Commuter   Bike   Facility   Project   is   currently   being   advertised,   with construction planned for December 2015. The construction capital estimate is
$11 million. The DBE has not yet been set by Headquarters.
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
