ORTEGA HIGHWAY (SR-74) EMERGENCY REPAIR PROJECT

The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) will be conducting emergency drainage
repairs on the storm damaged areas along Ortega Highway (SR-74) in the City of San Juan
Capistrano, three miles east of the intersection of SR-74 and Antonio Parkway. This damage is
the result of the recent heavy rainfall. The project will be placing drainage culverts crossing the
highway in three locations

Work will begin on Monday March 8, 2010. Construction will take place Monday-Friday from
9am to 3pm. During construction, Ortega Highway will be narrowed down to one lane in both
directions and one-way flagging will occur. Outside these hours the roadway will be open in both
directions of travel.

If work is necessary on weekends, the hours of one-way flagging will be between 7am-4pm.
Outside those hours, the road will be open in both directions of travel on weekends. Construction
is expected to last six weeks.

As always, to ensure the safety of workers and the traveling public, in a construction zone, please
remember to “slow for the cone zone”, be alert, and proceed with caution.
