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State Route 22/ Proposed West Orange County Connection (WOCC) Project 


Draft Environmental Impact Report/Statement (DEIR/EIS)
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The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), District 12 Orange County, is proposing to implement the West Orange County Connection (WOCC) project to improve mobility along the SR-22 corridor.  These improvements may include construction of freeway carpool lanes, connections and arterials. The SR-22 WOCC project extends from I-605 to SR-55, approximately 21 kilometers (13 miles).  The SR�22 WOCC passes through seven local jurisdictions: Los Alamitos, Orange County (unincorporated community of Rossmoor), Seal Beach, Westminster, Garden Grove, Santa Ana, and Orange.








SR-22 is one of only two east/west freeways in Orange County.  As a result of its unique orientation, it crosses most of the major north/south freeways and arterial corridors in central Orange County and consequently has become a vital link in providing mobility to Orange County residents, employees, and visitors.  SR-22  does not have sufficient capacity to handle the current and future traffic demands.
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Under Title II of the American with Disabilities Act, Caltrans does not discriminate on the basis of disability and, upon request, will provide reasonable accommodation to ensure equal access to its facilities and services. The public Hearing and parking facilities are wheelchair accessible.
