Upcoming Full I-5/Ortega Highway Bridge Closure 
 

Full closures of I-5 in San Juan Capistrano and the Ortega Highway bridge 
are scheduled for Friday, June 26, and Saturday, June 27. Both will be 
closed from 11:59 p.m. to 6 a.m. 
 
The closures are necessary to allow crews to safely begin the process of 
removing falsework on the new Ortega Highway bridge.

o Sunday to Thursday from 10 p.m. to 5 a.m. 
 Westbound Ortega Highway from Rancho Viejo Road to Del 

Obispo Street 
o Sunday to Thursday from 11 p.m. to 5 a.m.

I-5 South County Improvement Project 
Avenida Pico to San Juan Creek Road 

Construction is underway on the I-5 South County Improvement project. 
The 5.7-mile project will add a carpool lane in both directions on the I-5 
freeway between Avenida Pico and San Juan Creek Road and reconstruct 
the interchange at Avenida Pico.

I-5 Ocean View Rehab Project 
The Ocean View Rehab Project kicked off construction in October in San 
Diego County. The $37.3 million project will replace the damaged concrete 
pavement slabs of the slow lane in each direction of the I-5 freeway 
between Oceanside and the San Diego / Orange County Line.
