Meeting Openers:

Patty reminded the committee that we still have a vacancy on the Steering Committee for a protégé firm.  We are also going to be losing Dawn Greco and Eddie Kho within the next year and these positions will be to be filled in a timely fashion.  She also provided the committee with a copy of the MOU Smart Goals and suggested that the committee discuss it further in the next phone bridge meeting.  Patty requested that the committee develop a mentor “tool kit” and requested an updated members list.
Eddie mentioned that his term is almost up and he suggested that CNR contact Christian Anger as a possible new ACEC representative to the committee.

Introduction of Dean Peckham and the Arena Project:

Dean introduced himself to the committee and discussed the new downtown Arena.  He told the committee a bit about Sacramento Business Holdings (SBH), the new Kings owners, and about their plans to put together a construction group/project development team to begin preparation for the new downtown Arena entertainment/shopping complex.
SBH will work with all six Sacramento regional government entities to identify opportunities to work on the project, to develop local employment opportunities, and to develop a list of A&E firms to be involved in the project.  SBH’s number one priority is to get the Arena built and demolition is scheduled to be completed within one year with the NBA requiring project completion by October 2016.
Discussion Items
· Administrative Support/Website Update:  Ellen presented a draft Calmentor North Region to the committee for review and comment.  She will have the District 3 Reprographics staff to make it look more professional and have it printed on high gloss paper for inclusion at CNR events.  She will also be updating the CNR website to add meeting minutes, a list of sponsors and other improvements, to develop a current members list based on the last two or three event sign-up sheets.

Arena Project in the downtown Sacramento area tentatively scheduled for July 2014.
