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[image: ]As of November 1, 2015, there are 137 active construction contracts valued at $1 billion under construction in the North Region.
There are currently six advertised projects for North Region with a total allocation of $12,310,000.

In September, for state funded contracts over $281,000, North Region awarded 2 contracts totaling $1.7 million with a DVBE commitment of 17.3% and a SB commitment of 49%.  In September, District 3 awarded 1 state funded contract over $281,000 totaling $857,316 with a DVBE commitment of 18.3% and a SB commitment of 100% as the prime is a certified SB.

In September, District 3 had 1 Minor B project awarded to a certified small business valued at $92,100 with a 100% SB/DVBE participation.

In September, the North Region awarded 7 federal-aid contracts totaling $34.7 million with a DBE commitment of 22.2%.  In FY 2015-16, North Region awarded 23 federal-aid contracts totaling $70.1 million with a DBE commitment of 18.5%.  In FY 2015-16, District 3 awarded 7 federal-aid contracts for a total of $31.5 million with a 22.7% DBE commitment. 

 For fiscal year 15/16, North Region paid $4,239,645 for A&E services with 21.1% going to DBE firms for a total of $897,433.  
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We are having very productive fiscal year.  The North Region will continue to our robust small business program with extensive outreach to the small business community.

· November 5th, Caltrans District 3 participated in the Sacramento Connecting Point/Building Connections event in Elk Grove.  This was two major events combined into one.  This event brought small and large firms together with local, state and federal agencies.  Many workshops on bid preparations, cyber safety and financial planning were offered.
· October 28, Caltrans District 3 and the North Region Calmentor hosted the 2015 Fall Mixer in Roseville.  This event brought together large A&E firms and smaller firms.  This networking opportunity gave an opportunity for small firms to meet with potential mentoring firms.  The keynote speaker was Rob Jensen the City Manager for the City of Roseville.
