Work Description: 

The project is to preserve 31 bridges in Alameda County on routes 24, 580, 680, 880, and 980 at 

various locations by replace joint seals, methacrylate treatment, and/or polyester concrete deck.  

 

Issues with Aerially Deposited Lead (ADL):

Issues with Traffic Control: 

A TMP check list has been obtained and the copies are included in PS&E package and in the RE 

file.  

Total number of working days for this project is 150 days and approximate 60 nights of lane 

closures are expected. 

Under the Contract Items Estimate, a lump sum price of $30,000 for Construction Area Signs, an 

amount of $150,000 for Traffic Control System, and a Lump Sum of $30,000 for Portable 

Changeable Message Sign has been included.  

Under Supplemental Work, an amount of $10,000 has been reserved for Maintain Traffic.  

Under State Furnished Materials and Expenses, an amount of $150,000 has been reserved for 

COZEEP to cover the need for the presence of Highway Patrol Officers and another $5,000 has 

been reserved for Traffic Management Plan Public Information to inform the public about road
