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	Welcome Remarks, Executive Staff Address

	Chief Deputy District Director, Dan McElhinney

	· Group introductions were made.
· The Chief Deputy District Director, Dan McElhinney, wished everyone a happy new year and thanked everyone for attending and supporting the Professional Liaison Meeting and the Calmentor Meeting.
· District 4 and the Doyle Drive Program were recognized by the International Transportation Resource Board for exceeding SBE goals. 
· The CTC approved supplemental funding for Doyle Drive phase 1. The supplemental funds will be used to shift traffic into the new tunnel.
· Caltrans D4 is working with the City of San Francisco and the California Pacific Medical Center on the project to build a new hospital on state route 101, which will include a tunnel underneath route 101 / Van Ness Avenue.
· District 4 is working towards having the new state route 4 adopted into the state route system.
· District 4 has delivered 289 projects over the last 6 years, 100% of their project delivery goal.
· The following local and federal agencies were acknowledged and thanked for participating: Gail Jackson BOC, Denise Rodriguez MTC, Jose Meyers VTA, Raymond Lee SamTrans, Maria Cordero SFMTA, Moses De Los Reyes Alameda County, Scott Leslie U.S.DOT and Liz Brazil ACTC.
· The state budget has $11.2 billion in funding allocated for transportation. However, that figure is expected to rise as a result of bond sales.
· Executive Order B13-11 calls for a 90 day period to look at ways to increase efficiency within state government.
· The department of Business Transportation and Housing will be reorganized. The new agency will include the Department of Transportation (Caltrans), the Department of Motor Vehicles, the High-speed Rail Authority, the Highway Patrol, the California Transportation Commission and the Board of Pilot Commissioners.
· Ken Rice, Summit Associates, and Henry Chang, Structus, were given awards for their participation on the Calmentor Steering Committee.

· A public forum is scheduled to take place In District 4 on Tuesday, March 6, from 10 am to 12 noon, in the Auditorium.  
· An industry forum is scheduled to take place on 04/10/12, from 9am - 12 Noon, in the auditorium.  District 4 will be hosting the event and HQ will facilitate the meeting.
· The Disparity Study II is currently in the quantitative stage of data collection.

	Q: In your observation, how often have selections been decided by the strength or weakness of,the Project Manager?

 A: The Project Manager must be confident but not arrogant. The Project Manager should know the     background of the agency that they are interviewing with, and should have reviewed their website prior to the interview. Additionally, Project Managers should work with their teams to highlight the strengths of their team. The Project Manager should be a leader as well as a facilitator. The Project Manager must be well aware of the political concerns surrounding public works projects.

Q: Is bringing a sub-contractor to the interview, if they do not have a speaking part, beneficial?

A: If the subcontractor is in attendance they should have a speaking part. It looks inefficient if the majority of a team does not speak. It may be beneficial to bring a subcontractor if the subcontractor is in fact a protégé and is introduced as such. 

Q: As a panelist, what is the one thing that you wish more firms would do?

A: Firms should be knowledgeable about the general types of people that the panel is comprised of, engineers, contract managers etc. Specific information about individual panelists is not available to the firms and lobbying panelists is forbidden. However, the contract announcement should provide clues as to what type of people will be on the panel. 

Q: As a panelist, what is the one thing that you wish firms would do less of?

A: Firms should not assume that panel members are knowledgeable about their firms. Additionally, firms should not assume that the panel members are subject matter experts, as some panelists are volunteers.

Q: Is it possible to score points in addition to the points you gain from what your team says in the interview?

A: Scoring is based solely on the scoring sheet. Questions carry a point based system. It is important to answer all of the questions that are asked. Do not spend the majority of your time on one question. Ask the panel whether you answered all parts of the question.
