To ensure worker and public safety, the eastbound Highway 12 on-ramp from Webster
Street in Fairfield will be closed starting Sunday, August 12" at 7 p.m. until Monday,
August 13" at 5 a.m. Motorists headed onto eastbound Highway 12 from Webster
Street should continue northbound on Webster, then westbound on Broadway, then
southbound on Pennsylvania and back onto Highway 12 from Pennsylvania.

Highway 12 Eastbound Civic Center/Main Street Off-Ramp Closed

The eastbound Highway 12 off-ramp onto Civic Center/Main Street in Suisun City will
also be closed starting Sunday, August 12" at 7 p.m. until Monday, August 13" at

5 a.m. Motorists headed onto Civic Center/Main Street from eastbound Highway 12
should continue on eastbound Highway 12 and exit at Marina Blvd, then continue on
Marina southbound to westbound Lotz Way, then onto back onto Main Street.

Marina Blvd Closed-Overnight Monday

Marina Blvd between Lotz Way and Highway 12 in Suisun City will also be closed in

both directions starting Monday, August 13" at 7 p.m. until Tuesday, August 14" at 5

a.m. All work is weather permitting. Detour signs will be posted. Emergency vehicle

access will be available. Motorists should allow for extra travel time and expect delays.
