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UPDATE 

Project Continues for Bridge Deck Repair on I-280 
 
SAN JOSE – Work will continue tonight through Thursday night to stripe the mainline 
and adjacent on and off-ramps on Interstate 280 in San Jose, from U.S. 101 to SR 82.  
This activity precedes concrete repair that will protect and extend the service life of 
bridge decks.  Work may continue through Friday night if striping is not completed on 
Thursday night. 
 
There will be rolling lane closures for striping, Wednesday through Thursday night, on 
northbound I-280 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m., and southbound I-280 from 11 p.m. to 6 a.m.  
 
There will also be rolling closures for the following ramps: 
 
Northbound I-280 
McLaughlin Avenue on-ramp and East Reed Street on-ramp, from 8 p.m. to 7 a.m. and 
7th Street off-ramp, 10th Street on-ramp, and 11th Street off-ramp, from 10 p.m. to 6 
a.m. 
 
Southbound I-280 
7th Street on-ramp, 11 p.m. to 6 a.m. 
10th Street off-ramp, 9 p.m. to 7 a.m. 
1st Street off-ramp and East Virginia off-ramp, 8 p.m. to 7 a.m. 
Connector ramp to northbound 101, 8 p.m. to 9 a.m. 
Connector ramp to southbound 101, 11:45 p.m. to 7 a.m. 
 
Motorists are asked to please be alert and to slow for the cone zone.  
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
