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Project Description

The San Mateo County Smart Corridor Project is a $5.4M dollar project in construction to install Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) devices on State Route 82 - El Camino Real and at off-ramps on US-101.   This is one of four San Mateo Smart Corridor projects currently under construction.  ITS devices include cameras, signage, system detectors and signal interconnection between Caltrans and local agency signal controllers and installation of fiber optic communication systems.  The length of the Smart Corridor on El Camino Real is approximately 14 miles.  

This project will have 25 miles of Fiber Optic Lines, 115 Trailblazer Signs, 8 Arterial Dynamic Signs, 80 Closed Circuit TV cameras, 43 Microwave Vehicle detection Systems, 250 Traffic Signals Interconnected and a new Intergrated Signal System.



City/County of Associated Government – San Mateo (C/CAG) is the project sponsor and partner responsible for communication with local agency and resident issues. Other partners include, US Department of Transportation, The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), and the following cities, San Bruno, Millbrae, Burlingame, San Mateo, Belmont, San Carlos and Redwood City.

Smart Corridor Project Purpose 

The purpose of this project is provide a traffic management tool and communication system to better manage local traffic in an event of a major incident along the US-101 corridor.  This traffic management tool may have day to day and special events benefits as well.    

Project Funding

The construction phase is funded with (TLSP) Traffic Light Synchronization Funds and (STIP) State Transportation Improvement Program funds.
