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CALTRANS BREAKS GROUND FOR HIGHWAY 12 REHABILITATION 
 
Solano County – The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) will break 
ground today for a 12-mile long rehabilitation project that will bring significant 
improvements for drivers who use State Route 12 in Solano County. 
Limits for the roadway rehabilitation project are from Walters Road, near Suisun City to 
Currie road, on the western outskirts of Rio Vista. 
 
Caltrans Director Will Kempton, Caltrans District 4 Director Bijan Sartipi as well as state, 
federal and local officials are expected at the ceremony.  
 
The SR-12 project will repair failed pavement, install retaining walls as well as reinstall 
and extend ground-in rumble strips throughout the project’s limits. The project will also 
add standard 8-foot shoulders to some segments, re-align as well as make vertical and 
horizontal profile corrections to the roadway.  
 
Benefits expected from the project include standard 8-foot shoulders that will provide 
refuge areas for emergency vehicles and a new profile on segments of the roadway that 
will enhance vertical stopping sight distance. The project will also provide the public with 
left-turn pockets for making left-turns at intersections with public roads.  
 
From 2001 to summer of 2007, before the Department started the short-term safety 
improvements, there were 21 fatalities on the segment of SR-12 between Walters Road 
near Suisun City and Drouin Road near Rio Vista.  Since the completion of the short-
term improvements in December 2007 there have been two fatalities for the same 
stretch of highway.  Short -term improvement included temporary median concrete 
barrier and channelizers, additional No Passing Zone, speed limit and speed feedback 
signs and centerline and shoulder rumble strips. 
 
The rehabilitation project on SR-12 is part of a comprehensive plan by Caltrans to 
improve roadway conditions between I-80 in Solano County and State Route 99 in San 
Joaquin County. 
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The $25.6 million project was awarded to RGW Construction Inc.  Caltrans expects the 
construction to be completed by the Spring of 2011. 
 
The ceremony scheduled at the Western Railway Museum (near Suisun), begins at 
1 p.m. 
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
