2. Review and provide input and feedback on projects involving centerline and shoulder rumble strips installation on rural highways.

3. Track Caltrans project mitigation requirements.
a. Monitor Highway 4 (Contra Costa County) mitigation requirements (Mokelumne O/C) with Hwy 4 Bypass Authority.  

4. Update on Complete Streets Implementation Action Plan progress whenever milestones are reached or input is required.

5. Identify/prioritize interchanges that present barriers to local and regional bicycle travel. 

6. Track and comment on CA High Speed Rail project and impacts to bicycle travel.

7. Coordinate with local agencies’ Bicycle Transportation Plans as they relate to the state highway system to solicit early input from Caltrans on local recommendations. 
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
