Agenda Item #1: Welcome and Introductions

A quorum was reached.

Adgenda ltem #2: Review and Approval of Summary of November 2013 Meeting

The November 2013 meeting summary was approved unanimously.
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Agenda ltem #3: State Active Transportation Program update

Kevin Atkinson gave a presentation on the State Active Transportation Program, which included
information on upcoming training, funding, and key dates for the first cycle of grants. Kevin
explained that the ATP has $360 million in available grant funds: $180 million for the statewide
program, $36 million for the rural program, and $144 million to be divided among the urbanized
regions. Both the statewide and rural programs are administered by Caltrans, while the regional
program will administered by the Metropolitan Transportation Commission within the Bay Area.
The minimum grant amount per project in the statewide program will generally be $250,000.
This minimum will not apply to two types of Safe Routes to School projects: in disadvantaged
communities and non-infrastructure. Kevin answered questions from PAC members regarding
funding distribution and application requirements.

Agenda Item #4: Status and disposition of previous PAC comments on the Draft 2012 CA
Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices

Lucia provided an update on the disposition of the PAC comments on the Draft 2012 CA Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices. This item will be reviewed again at subsequent PAC
meetings. Beth will send out a spreadsheet explaining each comment with the response received
to date from Caltrans Headquarters. Lucia will respond back by April 2014 and state whether the
comment has or will be taken before the CTCDC. Carol Levine made an approved motion to
form a subcommittee to review the disposition of the comments and write a letter to Caltrans to
request a response for unresolved comments. Carol, David Grant, and Wendy Alfsen will be
subcommittee members.

Agenda Item #5: Discussion of design issues for pedestrian over- and undercrossings

As the first of a two part discussion, the PAC was presented with various design treatments for
pedestrian overcrossings and undercrossings. Beth will assemble a list of POC and PUC projects
and provide any current guidance on pedestrian over- and undercrossings.

Agenda ltem #6: Updates on Policies/Guidance/lssues Previously Presented

Highway Design Manual update — Beth explained that Headquarters is changing the bulbout
standard to be consistent with ITE and FHWA guidance. Beth will send an email update on the
National Cooperative Highway Research (NCHRP) Study “Development of Crash Modification
Factors for Uncontrolled Pedestrian Crossing Treatments™.
