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CALTRANS ANNOUNCES OFFICIAL START OF
CONSTRUCTION

Fresno-The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) District 6 announces
that American Paving Co. located here in Fresno, will officially begin construction this
week as part of the $41.6 million Kings Canyon Expressway Segment 2 project
located east of Fresno within Fresno County. Initial day-time construction from 6:00
a.m. until 6:00 p.m. will begin just north of existing State Route 180 and will include
initial clear and grubbing construction operations within the project limits. Traffic along
existing State Route 180 will not be impacted at this time. It is anticipated this project
will be completed in spring 2015.

This 2.7 mile segment will replace the existing two-lane conventional highway to a new
4-lane expressway extending just west of Quality Avenue to just west of Smith Road
near the community of Centerville. This new expressway will facilitate improved traffic
flow within this urban area and continues the expansion eastward and serves as the
gateway to Kings Canyon and Sequoia National Parks. State Route 180 not only links
Fresno counties eastern communities and National Park areas with vital regional
services, but also serves as the primary agricultural goods movement corridor for
eastern Fresno County.

This new expressway will continue to be a vital corridor for commuters from the
surrounding rural areas and neighboring communities and will improve congestion along
local streets, reduce commuter travel times and increase motorist safety.

This project is being funded by state and local partnership programs and local Measure
“C" Y% cent sales tax funds which continues to serve all 15 cities, residents and
commuters within the County of Fresno.
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
