I am writing in reference to the regulations recently proposed by Caltrans, “Title 21
Public Works, Division 2. Department of Transportation, Chapter 9.5. Affordable
Sales Program”, S. 1475-1490, (http://www.dot.ca.gov/docs/REGULATIONS.pdf).

[ am the Chair of the Board of Trustees at The Waverly School in Pasadena, CA. The
Waverly School was founded in 1993, and has been a non-profit since 2001.
Waverly currently has an enrollment of 325 students, in grades pre-K through 12.
As a scinol founded in the principles of progressive education, Waverly encourages
our studer ts to learn through direct and meaningful experiences, and at a pace that
is appropriote for each child’s development.

Waverly is a tenant of one of the properties owned by Caltrans, and we have leased
the property described as “north and adjacent to 679 Pasadena Avenue” from
Caltrans since 1995. Our students, teachers, and parents have helped transform
what was then an empty and vacant lot, into a beautiful and productive organic
school farm that is an integral component of each child’s educational experience at
Waverly. Over the years we have made many important improvements to this
property, at our own expense, turning it into a school farm that is loved by our
community.

My concern is that the regulations that Caltrans has drafted and which are
referenced above do not include “non-residential” properties, like the one we lease
from Caltrans. Being a long-time tenant in good standing, Waverly has built an
important resource for our school and the community from a vacant lot, we have a
deep desire to purchase this property once it is made available for sale.

Thus, we request that Caltrans include a clear statement as to how “non-residential”
properties like the one we lease will be dealt with when they are made available,



and how Caltrans will make it possible for non-profit organizations like The Waverly
School to purchase these properties at a price consistent with our current use.
