REMARKS:

1. The closure starts with the first cone down and ends with the last cone picked up.

2. No closure signs shall be exposed to public traffic more than 30 minutes before or after a closure, except as otherwise indicated in the special provisions.

3. The length of each closure shall not exceed 3 kilometers.

4. In the same direction of travel, the distance between two consecutive closures shall not be less than 2 kilometers and lanes shall be closed on the same side of the roadbed.

5. Construction safety zone guidelines shall apply at all times.
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
