Dear Mr. Robinson:

The Jones Display Company requests declassification of the landscaped freeway designation on Route 999 at post mile 28.3, in Los Angeles County, approximately ½ mile north of Main Street.  (Provide enough information so we can find the location.)
The freeway at this location has been widened and almost all of the landscaping is gone.  Attached is a photo (optional) showing the lack of planting.  (Explain the reason it should be declassified.  Primary reasons are that planting has been removed by a freeway widening project or the planting has died.  It is expected that you visit the location prior to making the request.  Look for planting on the other side of the freeway – if one side is landscaped, both sides are classified.)
