AADPL Calculations Using UDBEs
Definitions:

DBEs -.A for-profit small business concern that is at least 51 percent owned and controlled by one or more socially and economically disadvantaged individuals.  These individuals must be citizens of the United States and (1) any individual who a recipient finds to be a socially and economically disadvantaged individual on a case-by-case basis, or (2) who are either Black Americans, Hispanic Americans, Native Americans, Asian-Pacific Americans, Subcontinent Asian Americans, women or any other group found to be socially and economically disadvantaged by the US Small Business Administration.  (See 49 CFR Part 26)

UDBEs – Underutilized DBEs. A subset of the above defined DBEs that have been determined in the 2007 Caltrans Disparity Study to have a statistically significant disparity in their utilization in previously let contracts.  Underutilized DBEs include: African Americans, Native Americans, Asian Pacific Islanders, and Women.

AADPL – Annual Anticipated DBE Participation Level determined/calculated using UDBEs.

Market Area – Counties, in the agency’s geographic area, where contractors have historically bid on similar contracts. 

******************************************************************************

* Agencies should use the Form 9B to report the calculated AADPL (Overall Goal) using UDBEs to Caltrans. The Race Conscious portion of the AADPL is met by placing goals on contracts. The Race Conscious portion of the AADPL will be the part that agencies believe they will not be able to meet using Race Neutral means alone. In the absence of information relating to an agency’s ability to meet Race Neutral portion of the AADPL, the Race Conscious portion should be the same as AADPL and the Race Neutral portion should be zero.

AADPL CALCULATION
First, determine projects for which you anticipate awarding in the upcoming federal fiscal year (FFY). List these projects (Include both construction and consultant contracts).  Next, determine/explain your agency’s market area and various work types and amounts of work that will be involved in each work type (break down the projects into 6-digit NAICS codes). To do this, look up the related work codes on the California Unified Certification Program (CUCP) website, under “Numerator” below.
Numerator: For each NAICS  work code, determine total number of UDBEs in your market area that are willing to perform the identified NAICS coded work types by going to the following website and clicking on:

Next click on:

“Click here to Access the DBE Query Form”
To get UDBE Availability:

1. Click “Counties” – Use control key to designate all counties in your market area.

2. Click on the appropriate 2-digit “NAICS Code Categories.”  Then click on “Display NAICS Codes” button. This will bring up the more detailed 6-digit NAICS codes. Highlight the appropriate 6-digit code.

Scroll down to “License Type” and highlight the appropriate license (i.e. Electrical Contractor).  Select and click “DBE firm,s” and hit “Start Search” at the bottom of the page.  This will give you all the DBE firms available to do a particular item of work. 

3. To narrow it down to just your Market Area, print out the list and cross off any firms that are not located within your Market Area counties.  This will give you a list of DBE Companies that are in your market area. 

To get a list of UDBE firms (UDBE Firms = Male-owned UDBE firms + Female-owned firms): eliminate all firms on the list that are not designated as either Female-owned, or Male-owned with the UDBE designated ethnicities (see previous definition).

Repeat for each NAICS code.

Denominator:  For each corresponding NAICS code identified above, determine Total firms in your market area that are willing to perform the identified NAICS coded work by going to the following website and clicking on the State, County, Type of Work, then click on “Detail” to give you a more detailed description of work category:

Click on “Censtats Databases” and then click “Compare” and add up the number of businesses that can do the work in your pre-chosen, market area counties.  This will add up to your Total firms for this work type.

Make a chart showing, for each NAICS code: No. of UDBE firms, Total firms, and UDBEs/Total firms(%), and Weight(%).

( AADPL = UDBEs/Total firms

( AADPL (Base Figure) =  
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**(Note: Weight is the % of total contract funding that this NAICS work represents)

( AADPL = Race-Neutral + Race-Conscious 
******************************************************************************

Example: $200,000 in Total Project Funding (Both Federal $ and local/state $)

Contract #1 – Main Street Re-paving: ($100,000 contract)


(NAICS Code) 237310 - Highway and Street Construction = $80,000 = 40 % Funding




238210 - Electrical Work                             = $20,000 = 10% Funding

Contract #2 – 4th Street Design: ($100,000 contract)




 541330 - Civil Engineering Services            = $100,000 = 50% Funding

In order to determine the AADPL base figure, you must use the following formula for each Type of Work:

Breaking AADPL into Race-Conscious and Race-Neutral portions:

After calculating the AADPL Base Figure, Local Agencies must consider a Step 2 adjustment to the AADPL Base Figure. Although past participation and other factors should be considered, any adjustment should be extensively documented. It is likely that the AADPL will not be adjusted, but Step 2 should be considered (See above *).
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
