


High Friction Surface Treatment (HFST) Checklist for Locals

Pavement Condition

· Open/Gap Graded (1)
· Dense Graded (2)
· Pavement overlay < 3 years (2)
· Pavement overlay > 3 years (4)

Roadside Hazards

· Adequate Clear Recovery Area (0)
· Embankment > 6:1 (2)
· Trees/Utility Poles/Fixed Objects/Water (3)

Types of Crashes (add for each crash)

· PDO (2)
· Injury (4)
· Fatal (6)

Roadway Characteristics
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· Tangent (0)
· Vertical Curve (1)
· Horizontal Curve/Intersection (3)

Weather Conditions

· Dry (0)
· Wet (2)
· Icy (3)

Posted Speed

· < 50 mph (0)
· > 50 mph (3)

Primary Collision Factor (add for each crash)

· Rear-ender (1)
· Unsafe Speed (2)
· Improper turning (overcorrecting) (2)

Total Points accounting for each crash = _______


Guide to HFST as a safety countermeasure:

< 20	HFST not recommended
21 - 35  HFST considered
>36	HFST highly recommended

*Note:  This is only a guide.  Engineering judgment should ultimately be used to determine whether HFST is used or not used.  Field conditions will help dictate.
