District Updates
District 3 – Chad Riding

Local Assistance, with leadership from Maggie O'Mara, is hosting the "Understanding Bicycle Transportation" class on April 26 in the Marysville Office for Caltrans employees, local agencies and stakeholders to learn more about bicycle transportation.

D3 is continuing distribution of the D3 Bicycling Guide to public agencies and individuals.  If a group would like a copy, please contact Chad Riding.

A number of bicycle projects in the Lake Tahoe area have been completed.

D3 is continuing work on various planning documents related to bicycles.  Various Transportation Corridor Reports and the D3 Bike Plan are scheduled for completion this fiscal year.

D4 – Ina Gerhard

D4 Office of Traffic and San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency implemented a road diet on Sloat Blvd. (SR 35) in San Francisco as a safety improvement project following a series of pedestrian injuries and one pedestrian fatality in 2010. D6 – Pedro Ramirez

In late March, staff participated in a monthly project phone conference for the Kern COG Bicycle Master Plan.  Important feedback was given on Tech Memo #2.  Comments concerning the memo were also provided.  The draft document is scheduled to be completed mid June.

A Fresno resident noted that a “bicycle access prohibited” sign should not have been posted at an interchange on State Route 180.  The interchange transitions east from a freeway to an expressway.  The expressway leads to two National parks.  Caltrans removed the sign from the interchange location.

A retired Fresno County and former Caltrans engineer advised staff on a dangerous overcrossing on State Route 395 and Brown Road in the Indian Wells Valley.  A meeting was held to discuss the safety concern.  Brown Road is heavily used by bicyclists and lacks a shoulder at SR 395 and Brown Road, and has been blamed in part for at least one fatality in the last ten years.  District 9 proposed a minor shoulder widening project to District 6, since District 6 funds the capital improvements in Kern County.

District 11 – Seth Cutter

The District has been designing two bike paths, with which we are involved on the Project Development Teams: 

The SR-15 bikeway will connect Adams Avenue in Mid-City San Diego to Camino Del Rio South in Mission Valley. Caltrans is designing and environmentally clearing this project in coordination with the City of San Diego. We are hoping that SANDAG will decide to construct this project as an Early Action Project, using TransNet funding. This project will be 95% designed and environmentally cleared in the early fall. 

The other bikeway that is currently being designed will be in the I-5 corridor between Voigt Dr. and Roselle St. in the City of San Diego. This will include a dedicated non-motorized overcrossing over Genesee Avenue, a prime arterial that is undergoing a bridge reconstruction/widening. This project will connect the UCSD campus to the businesses and Coaster rail station in Sorrento Valley, as well as the opportunity to connect to residential areas of North City San Diego and points north in North County San Diego.

We have also been working with Design staff to include a community-oriented bikeway as part of the 27 mile I-5 North Coast Corridor project. Amenities of the bikeway will include several class I bike paths that cross three of the lagoons in North Coastal San Diego County, where there currently are no non-motorized connections. Other amenities include signage for wayfinding along the corridor and community connections, as well as the potential to contribute to currently planned bikeways such as the Coastal Rail Trail and the Inland Rail Trail.
