	The five Title XX goals are: 1) Achieving or maintaining economic self-support to prevent, reduce or eliminate dependency 2) Achieving or maintaining self sufficiency including reduction or prevention of dependency 3) Preventing or remedying neglect, abuse or exploitation of children or adults unable to protect their own interest or preserving rehabilitating or reuniting families 4) Preventing or reducing inappropriate institutional care by providing for community based care, home-based care or other forms of less intensive care and 5) Securing referral or admission for institutional care when other forms of care are not appropriate or providing services to individuals in institutions.
	Currently the federal grant is used in the Child Welfare Services, Foster Care, Deaf Access, Community Care Licensing, CDE Child Care and Department of Developmental Services programs. These funds are not allocated separately, but are used in lieu of state general fund.
	The grant must be used for one of the goals of SSBG (probably 1 and 2) and cannot be used for certain purposes such as the purchase or improvement of land or payment of a wages to any individual as a social service.

Title XX funds cannot be used as a match to other federal funds unless specifically authorized by the statue of the program as it is in Job Access and Reverse Commute grant program.

	Provides funding to public and private healthcare providers as well as social services, local government and other community based organizations to work together to develop/strengthen integrated community health systems that coordinate health care services for individuals who are uninsured or underinsured and to develop or strengthen activities related to providing coordinated care for uninsured or underinsured individuals with chronic conditions.  As one of the many coordination and integration strategies, some HCAP grantees include a focus on transportation as it represents a barrier for access to care.

	HCAP funds should not supplant or replace existing Federal categorical programs that support entities providing services to low-income populations in the community, but instead build upon these resources in an effort to expand and improve the quality of services for more individuals at a lower cost.

If TANF funds are used, the guidelines and restrictions in TANF- ACF- PA 00-2 and OMB Circular A-87 must be followed. For example, TANF funds cannot be used for construction or to subsidize current operating costs.

State and county funds in the CalWORKs program are used to meet the TANF maintenance of effort (MOE) requirement and cannot be used to match other federal funds.
