On February 2004, President Bush signed the Executive Order 

1333;

For better coordination of federal human services transportation

programs;

– To simplify access;

– Reduce duplication;

– and enhance cost efficiencies with existing resources;



History

Pursuant to the President’s Executive Order; eleven federal 

departments working together with states;

The coordinating Council on Access & Mobility was 

established;

And the United We Ride Grant Program was established 

and administered by the Federal Transit Administration 

(FTA);

– To provide funds and technical assistance to facilitate 

coordination efforts; 



State Related Activities

AB 120, 1979; established Consolidated Transportation Service 

Agencies (CTSAs);

– To perform mobility management functions;

SB 910, 1999; established a Long Range Strategic Plan for an 

Aging California Population (LRSPA);

– Made numerous transportation recommendations, including 

conducting the Mobility Summit funded by the UWR grant;

The Olmstead Advisory Committee; established by the Health & 

Human Services Agency (HHS);

– To facilitate de-institutionalization of persons with disabilities, and 

recognizes that transportation is a critical component of that effort; 



State Related Activities

The Department of Transportation, Division of Mass 

Transportation, received a UWR grant;

– Convened a Mobility Summit on March 7, 2005;

– Provide a forum for comprehensive discussion of the state 

coordination;

– Recommended establishing a formal structure to address mobility 

and coordination barriers and implement mobility management at 

the local, and regional level; 

The California Association of Coordinated Transportation 

(CalAct) Conference Fall 2005;

– Provided a  forum for the United We Ride Framework for Action

The Plan must be developed through a process that 
includes representative of public, private, and non-
profit Transportation and Human Services Providers 
and Participation by members of the Public;
