
Sixty-two (62) STE applications, out of the seventy-six submitted, were determined eligible : Twenty-seven (27) applications from the northern counties for $43,008,000 and thirty-five (38) applications from the southern counties for $36,083,000.  All of the applications will be competing for approximately $10-11 million in funds in the north and $15-16.5 million in funds in the south.  

The list of all eligible applications was submitted to the California Resources Agency for evaluation and rating.  A five-member selection committee will convene in October with the intended goal of producing a short list of projects for the north and south for 100-150 % of the available STE funds.  All projects on the short list will remain eligible for funding until the end of the current six-year TEA-21 cycle in 2002/03.  Projects not initially funded may receive funding should more money become available through cost savings or cancelled TEA projects.

The selection committee will include two members from Caltrans, two members from the California Resources Agency and one member from another state or federal agency.  The committee will be using a scoring system similar to the one indicated on the TEA web site under the STE Guidelines Part 4.2 Evaluation.

The committee will develop a prioritized list for the CTC staff including northern and southern projects based on a 40/60 split of the total available funding in the STE share of TEA.  The goal is to present the final list at a CTC meeting during the last meeting of 2001 for the Commissioners’ approval and adoption into the Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation (EEM) Program. At this time another letter will be sent to all of the successful applicants who make the final list approved by the CTC for funding.  This list will be posted on the TEA web site.
